2. Previous Minutes:

· The FA has been provided with information regarding football facility provision locally and is considering using a consultant to conduct a full audit. AW to liaise with Steve Savva regarding football audit and possible Football Foundation Bids for HDSAA projects.

· HDSAA constitution and terms of reference now completed and signed by relevant officers. Now in position to submit funding bids.
· AW to invite HDC Councillor to be a representative of HDSAA.

· AW to invite more sports clubs to become involved with the HDSAA and also to attend the Harborough Mail Sports Awards. AW to contact clubs from directory and grant recipients to invite to next meeting (grant recipients to collect cheques at meeting). PJ / JW / AW to discuss possibility of inviting Chamber of Commerce, Small Business Association, HIT and HART to forthcoming meeting with focus on businesses and their involvement in local sport.

3. Sponsorship:

Since writing to local businesses three local organisations have now come forward and wish to sponsor the HDSAA; 

· Harboro Rubber are now the HDSAA’s main sponsor and have provided £1,000 to support our actions.

· Alliance & Leicester will support the development of an inclusive sports club with £500.
· Andrew Grainger will provide £300 towards the HDSAA award at the Harborough Mail sports awards.
AW to send HDSAA postcards to all sponsors and include details on HDSAA web site. To request that sponsors reciprocate a link to the HDSAA site.

Jayne was thanked for doing such a fantastic job of securing additional funding and support for the HDSAA.

4. SSP Update:

LR gave an update on the current SSP projects;

· Anima Dance: Girls from Lutterworth High School, Lutterworth College, Welland Park College, Kibworth High School and Robert Smyth participated in 6 weeks of dance coaching followed by a performance at Robert Smyth School on 16th October. The project was aimed at girls who don’t usually participate in sport and in particular those who could gain confidence from learning to dance.
· Fitness: A project to target girls with low self esteem is currently being organised in partnership with Serco and may include sessions such as Boxercise and Salsa.
· Inline Hockey: Due to a number of reasons it has not been possible to continue Inline Hockey sessions for high school age boys at Harborough Leisure Centre. Boxing sessions are now due to be delivered instead. However, LR is working with AW and EK to plan community sessions at Harborough Leisure Centre and Lutterworth Sports Centre. EK to look into clubs bookings at Sports / Leisure centres to assess availability for new club sessions. Provision for clubs around the District was discussed with data to be included in the county facilities strategy.
· Adam Spence (Community Sports Coach) has been delivering multi sports sessions in schools with festivals due to take place for all schools participating in the sessions.
· Alliance & Leicester Tag: Schools tag rugby festivals are due to take place in November. A Community Sports Coach will be available to run sessions in Harborough from Spring 08.
· Cricket: Market Harborough Cricket Club are an ECB Chance to Shine Club and will be delivering 240 hours of coaching in schools and the community.
· Girls Cricket: Sessions to develop girls cricket for youth games are being planned and will take place at Lutterworth High and Welland Park College in the spring / summer term 2008.
· Step into Sport: 9 students are participating in the scheme from Robert Smyth School and 1 young person from the student support unit in Blaby will volunteer to lead sports activities throughout the District. The 1 person from the student support unit would like to work with the Harborough Inclusive Football Partnership.
· Young Ambassadors: A student from Robert Smyth School has been selected to be an ambassador for sport in the District. AW to invite to next LSA meeting.

5. CSP Update:

SC updated the group on the current issues from the CSP. Jenny Price (Sport England Chief Exec) recently attended the CSP board meeting where the business plan was discussed;

· Community Sport: The Active Together project has shown positive results for increasing participation and engaging the community in sport and physical activity.

· NGB Sport: The focus for NGB sport is now with the 16+ age group and increasing participation. £151,000 has been secured for work with NGB’s.
· Education & Skills: The PE & Sport Conference was held in September and was successful in involving local partners and schools in sport. 

· A Senior Competition Manager and two Competition Managers are almost all in post and will be working to develop and improve competition within sport.

· A safeguarding orientation session will be held at a future HDSAA meeting (probably Feb 08).

· Funding for youth games beyond 2008 is unclear but the CSP has committed to delivering youth games 2008.

· An emphasis on developing physical literacy in the early years has been indentified and will be developed through early years funding.

· Children and young people’s sport key agencies such as the YST & SSP will be developing clearer roles based around funding streams to encourage joint working with the YST, Sport England and UK Sport.
6. Active Lifestyle:

· JE updated on the current issues around the Active Lifestyle exercise referral scheme. The PCT hosted a meeting recently with a view to co-ordinating exercise referral schemes across the county. At the meeting it was identified by representatives from our District that funding was required to provide an extra resource in the form of a co-ordinator for the scheme locally. Overall, the scheme is operating well in Harborough with an increasing number of referrals from a wide range of health professionals.
· Sara Meikle is involved in the team who are driving forward the county wide project and provided and update of their progress so far; A proposal has been developed with the aim of implementing a co-ordinator for each area. An exercise alliance is due to be established in Apr 08 through PCT and LAA funding. REPS standards mean that there will be greater costs for training instructors.
· At present there is no qualified instructor at Lutterworth Sports Centre – The following plan of action was agreed; Share instructor (Shereen) from Harborough with Lutterworth, recruit a new instructor for Lutterworth and utilise community instructors. Assistant instructors could also be trained to support the work of qualified instructors.
· EK stated that Serco may review pay and contractual obligations of instructors to ensure greater continuity from instructors.
7. Thrill & Chill event:

AW updated on the Thrill & Chill young people’s event which took place on 18th August. Around 50 young people attended the event during the day with about 80 attending the bands event in the evening. Wet weather discouraged a lot of young people for participating in the activities. Young people will be encouraged to lead on organising an event for 2008 with greater involvement from youth workers across the District.

8. HDSAA Projects Update:

· MEND: The MEND programme has now commenced at Lutterworth Sports Centre with 9 overweight / obese children aged 7-13 participating in the 10 week diet / lifestyle / exercise programme with their parents.

· Step Out: MB, FG and Sophy have co-ordinated a bid to Awards for All for a village hall dance project. The funding will incorporate a pilot in one location where participants try 5 disciplines of dance followed by the main project working in various locations throughout the District.
· PESSCL: The project with Market Harborough Cricket Club is currently being delivered with coaching taking place in 4 primary schools. A festival for the schools is due to take place on 6th November. An academy for students at Kibworth High, Robert Smyth and Welland Park is also due to be established in the autumn term. An inset course for cricket coaching skills is also going to be delivered on 28th November for primary school teachers.

· TFF: Shelley Susman has now moved to London to take a position at a club near Wimbledon. It has therefore been necessary to cancel the sessions on a Saturday morning. However, we have now teamed up with local coach Paul Bradfield and the scheme will be relaunched on Sunday 4th November with regular coaching taking place every Sunday from 10am – 12pm. AW / JW to assess external funding opportunities to ensure the free coaching continues beyond May 08.
· Netball: MB is planning community netball classes which are due to take place at Lutterworth Sports Centre in January 08. The sessions will be run by Val Kindred the Netball Co-ordinator from the CSP and links developed with local clubs to provide a pathway for participants to continue playing after the initial sessions.

· Disability Audit: An audit of local disabled organisations is currently being completed to assess sports that are participated in by disabled people locally and which sports they would like to see provided.

· Club Directory: The directory now has around 90 entries from local clubs and is almost complete. AW to link copy to web site and approach locally businesses who may wish to sponsor hard copies.
9. Grants:

It was agreed that the grants criteria should be aligned with the priorities of the HDSAA and our partners such as SSP, CSP etc to ensure development priorities are supported with all grant applications – AW to assess.

AW to invite grant recipients to collect cheques at forthcoming HDSAA meetings.

Applications:
Sports Grants:

· Mike Wood (Sailing): Mike has recently received status as Gul Topper Dinghy Sailing World Champion. Mike requested support for training costs with the RYA youth national squad. A £100 grant was allocated.
· Harborough Town FC: The club are planning sessions for u10 and u12 girl’s age groups to stimulate interest and ensure the club is represented in all age groups. HTFC have requested support for running these sessions. A £150 grant was allocated.

· Market Harborough Rugby Judo Club: The newly established club aims to provide Judo coaching for rugby players and the wider community. The club now requires over £4000 to purchase mats. A £200 grant was allocated.
· Harborough Flyers Basketball: The club would like to launch new junior sessions and requires support for these sessions. A £100 grant was allocated.
Bursary Grants:

· Claire Beach & Linda Moss (Athletics): Claire and Linda both train and assist with Fleckney and Kibworth Running Club. They would like to assist the level 2 coach at the club and attend a UK Athletics Level 1 Coaching Course. A £30 grant was allocated to both Claire and Linda.

· Mike Leski (Basketball): Mike would like to complete a level 2 basketball coaching course to assist the development of Harborough Flyers juniors section. HDC are in credit for one level 2 course with the CSP and it was agreed that this should be allocated to Mike with the proviso of him completing a set number of hours as a volunteer.

10. Any other business:

· EK gave an update on half term activities which are due to take place at Harborough Leisure Centre and Lutterworth Sports Centre. A range of sports will be provided together with a young leader’s course.
· Summer activities were very popular at the sports / leisure centres this year. JW provided the following figures for participation; The average age of participants at Lutterworth Sports Centre was 8 with 147 attendees making a total number of 985 visits making an average of 6.7 sessions attended by children from 20 local schools. At Harborough Leisure Centre 166 children attended 1707 sessions from 22 schools.
· AB said that she is keen to volunteer and gain experience in all areas related to the HDSAA. AW to liaise with AB and all HDSAA group to develop work programme.
· FG stated that there are now over 525 contacts on the Harborough Active Together database. The first edition of ‘Get Moving’ has been produced and distributed to contacts. The brochure can also be downloaded from the HDSAA web site.
· The workforce development conference (details on HDSAA web site) will take place on 2nd November and offers excellent value for money for all those involved in sport whether it be in a paid or voluntary capacity.
· JW / PJ / AW to meet and discuss web site. AW to update all links to new CSP site.
· Harborough Mail Sports Awards to take place on 6th December. Keep an eye on the HDSAA web site for further details.
