School Sports Partnerships are at the hub of the Government’s strategy to enhance young people’s opportunities to participate in a wide range of sports as well as raising the standards of teaching and learning of PE and school sport.

We hope that this information pack will give you an overview of the  Blaby & Harborough School Sports Partnership.

1. Introduction

PE, School Sports & Club Links Strategy

In 2003, the PESSCL Strategy (PE, School Sport and Club Links Strategy) was launched by the government, which was updated to become the PESSYP Strategy in 2007 (PE & Sport Strategy for Young People). [image: image3.png]YOUTH SPORT TRUST



The Youth Sport Trust plays a central role in supporting the Department for Children, Schools and Families (DCSF) and the Department for Culture, Media and Sport (DCMS) in the delivery of the PE & Sport Strategy for Young People. The overall aim of the PE & Sport Strategy is to enhance the take-up of sporting opportunities by 5 to 16 year olds.

During the 3 years after the strategy was launched, the government is invested £978 million to transform PE & School Sport.  This is on top of £686 million being invested to improve school sports facilities across England.  

The aim was for 85% of children to have access to two hours per week of high quality PE and school sport by 2008.  Remarkably, this target was achieved a year early, as the 2007 School Sport Survey found that 86% of young people were taking part in a minimum of two hours per week. 


Now the ambition is for each child to have access to five hours a week by 2012. This should be made up of two hours of physical education within the curriculum and three hours offered on school sites or in the community.

A national infrastructure has been established for PE & school sport to enable this objective to be achieved.  This infrastructure consists of:

· 400 Specialist Sports Colleges.

· 400 School Sports Partnerships made up of:

· 400 Partnership Development Managers, 3200 School Sports Co-ordinators in secondary schools and 18,000 Primary or Specialist Link Teachers.
The PE & Sport Strategy has key strands, each designed to maximise opportunities for young people to access high quality PE and school sport.

As part of the strategy, the Youth Sport Trust works in partnership with the DCSF and DCMS to support the development of Specialist Sports Colleges and School Sport Partnerships. In addition, we support the following strands:  

Step into Sport – a programme which focuses on young people aged 14 to 19, giving them a chance to become involved in sports leadership and volunteering. 

Gifted and Talented – a programme designed to help elite young athletes realise their potential. 

The National Competition Framework - which aims to build a world-class system of competitive sport for young people. 
2.  School Sports Partnerships

The School Sports Partnerships are families of schools that come together to enhance sports opportunities for all children, enabling them to experience different sports, access high quality coaching and engage in competition.  The partnerships are made up of a hub school (usually a Specialist Sports College) and a number of partner secondary schools and their feeder primary schools.

Within each partnership, there is a Partnership Development Manager who works full time, a School Sports Co-ordinator in each secondary school working for 2 days per week, and a Primary Link Teacher in each primary school with 12 release days per year.


















The PDM, SSCos and PLTs work closely to deliver the 6 STRATEGIC OBJECTIVES of the school sports partnership framework, which are as follows:

· Strategic Planning:  To develop a PE and school sport strategy, as part of school development plans, through working in partnership with key strategic organisations and providers in the area.

· School liaison:  To improve PE and school sport programmes by establishing and developing links within and between the families of schools.

· Out of school hours:  To provide new and enhanced out of hours opportunities for ALL young people in the partnership, including out of hours learning, non-competitive participation and competition.

· School to community:  To increase ALL young people’s participation in community sport through creating and strengthening links with sports clubs, leisure facilities and community providers.

· Coaching and leadership:  To provide training, support and deployment opportunities in leadership, coaching and officiating for senior pupils, AOTTs and teachers.

· Raising standards:  To raise standards of pupil’s achievement in all aspects of their school life, through increased participation and improved performance, motivation and attitudes.

Working through these objectives, it is hoped the following outcomes will be achieved:

· Increased participation in high quality PE.

· Increased participation in high quality out of school hours learning.

· Increased participation in high quality informal physical activity.

· Increased participation in high quality competition and performance.

· Improved attitude, behaviour and attendance in PE, sport and whole school.

· Increased attainment and achievement in and through PE, OSHL and sport.

· Increased participation in community based sport and improved quality of community life.

3. Blaby & Harborough School Sports Partnership

In Leicestershire, there are 7 School Sports Partnerships that have developed in phases since 2003.  The Blaby and Harborough partnership was in the final phase to be launched in the county, in April 2005.

The Blaby & Harborough School Sports Partnership is made up of 54 schools including 3 upper schools (14 – 19), 6 high schools (11 – 14) and 45 primary schools.  

The Partnership is structured in the following way:


















4. Role of the SSCo / PLT

School Sports Co-ordinator

Overall role:

· Co-ordination of school sport within a family of schools

· Ensure effective implementation of the family development plan

· Ensure that the family development plan complements and enhances school PE programmes and school development plans.

· Ensure that ALL young people are included in the family’s PE and sport programme.

Specific functions:

· To co-ordinate the planning of school sport across the family of schools, actively involving local sports organisations.

· To monitor and evaluate the family’s progress in relation to the development plan and contribute to the partnership monitoring and evaluation process.

· To support Primary Link Teachers in developing school sport in their school.

· To develop and implement out of hours learning programmes across the family of schools.

· To increase and improve the range of inter and intra school sporting competition.

· To engage and involve more young people in community sport.

· To identify, deploy and develop appropriate adults other than teachers and young people as leaders, coaches and officials.

· To promote the benefits and successes of the family’s work and ensure it has a high profile.

Primary Link Teacher

Overall role:

· Manage the development and delivery of a physical education programme and out of school hours sport programme within their school, complementing overall school development.

· Share good practice in physical education and sport in their own school and with other local schools.

· Develop and increase sporting links with other local schools.

· Ensure that ALL young people are included in the school’s physical education and sport programme.

Specific Functions:

· To support their colleagues to deliver high quality PE and school sport.

· To work with the SSCo in developing school sport in their school.

· To develop and implement an out of school hours programme for PE and sport.

· To make effective use of community providers to support their PE and school sport programme.

· To make effective use of appropriate AOTTs and young people as leaders, coaches and officials to support their PE and school sport programme.

· To contribute to the on-going monitoring and evaluation of the programme.

5. Benefits of the programme to schools:

Examples of the benefits schools should gain from the SSP are as follows:

· Funding for SSCo / PLT for at least 3 more years from Sept 08.

· CPD – Primary Link Teachers will obtain Curriculum Leader’s Award and SSCos will receive regular and far-reaching training.

· Support in developing high quality PE and school sport for all children, enabling them to take part in at least 5 hours per week within school and the community.

· Improved relationships with other schools in family and across partnership in relation to PE.

· Development of the role of PE and school sport as an integral part of whole school improvement.

· Identification of additional funding to support OSHL.

· Improved links with community providers.

· Development of appropriate use of AOTTs and young people as leaders to benefit school.
