SportsMatch is the Government's business sponsorship incentive scheme for grass roots sport.  It is funded by DCMS through Sport England and administered by the Institute of Sports Sponsorship.  SportsMatch matches commercial investment in approved community sports development programmes and awards can be made from £1,000 to £50,000.  Since 1992 we have encouraged over 5,000 companies to sponsor grass roots sporting activities.

The sporting projects themselves principally involve coaching and development programmes which increase participation and improve basic skills.  Applicants can be NGBs, clubs, schools, local authorities or other competent deliverers of sporting experience.  SportsMatch-inspired programmes represent more than half their total community development work.

Landfill Sites
Under the Landfill Tax Credit Scheme introduced in 1996, Landfill operators can re-direct a proportion of their tax to fund environmental projects.  One of their criteria is the provision and maintenance of public amenities.

To qualify, projects must be within a 10 mile radius of a landfill site.

Shire Grants

Leicestershire County Council, under the banner of ‘Shire Grants’ can be approached for the assistance with funding for sport, recreation and play projects.  The following types of grants are available:

1. Grants and loans to help capital projects such as land purchase, developing buildings, pitches and other outdoor areas.

2. Revenue grants for improving or restoring existing property, purchasing equipment or running major sports development initiatives.

3. Grants for talented performers to help towards the cost of competition or training.

4. Grants for governing bodies to help them run major sporting events.

Grants 1 and 2 are administered through Leicestershire and Rutland Playing Fields Association.  Groups eligible to make an application are sports clubs, schools, smaller parish councils and other voluntary organisations providing that the organisation has a properly constituted management committee.  Schools must be able to demonstrate that the facility would be available for regular community use.  Organisations can apply for up to 30% of the total cost of the project up to a maximum of £30,000, but it is now unusual for projects to be awarded this amount.  Further details from :

Registered charities may apply for grants of up to 50% of the cost of extending, refurbishing or carrying out major improvements and repairs to existing village halls, or to creating new halls.  Similar grants may also be available to church halls where they serve as the village community centre.  Applications should be made through the Rural Community Council (Leicestershire and Rutland) who will advise on management, finance and design and make recommendations to the County Council on grant priorities. Local Network Fund – for children and young people

The aim of the Local Network Fund for Children and Young People is to help children achieve their potential by investing directly in the activities of local community and voluntary groups working for and with children and young people aged 0-19.

Grants will be made to local community and voluntary groups under four themes –

Aspirations and experiences - activities that give children experiences, or help them achieve goals that other children take for granted. 
Economic disadvantage - activities that help families to improve their living standards and cope with difficulties that come from being on low incomes. 
Isolation and access - activities that help children who are isolated or alone, or have trouble accessing services. 
Children's voices - giving children and young people the chance to express their opinions and contribute to improving services on issues that concern them.

For young people involved in athletics. Applicants must be aged between 15 and 23 years and still in education, All-England Schools finalists or at County representative level and above. Sports Aid
Sports Aid give grants to young people (12 - 18 years old) who are members of national squads from 55 able bodied and 25 disabled sports. Applications for this funding must be made through the appropriate governing body.
Grants are distributed to help with costs of travel, training or equipment and range from £250 to £500. Listed below are those sports which Sports Aid fund. NB. Some have more than one discipline e.g. Skating includes figure and ice.

Talented Athlete Scholarship Scheme
The Talented Athletes Scholarship Scheme (TASS) is a new government initiative designed to help talented athletes who wish to progress with a formal academic programme but maintain an involvement in performance sport. There are 47 sports that are eligible for TASS, of which 15 are disability sports. A full list is available on the web site.

There are two ways in which TASS can help talented sportspeople in England:
· TASS Scholarships (up to £3000) are for 18 to 25 year olds (extended upper age limit of 35 for scholar with a disability) who are undertaking higher or further education; and 
· TASS Bursaries  (up to £1000) are for 16 to 19 years olds (extended upper age limit of 35 for bursar with a disability) who are undertaking further education or have left education to pursue a career
Primarily national governing bodies select athletes for a TASS award although TASS athletes are also identified from other sources, including nominations to governing bodies from schools, colleges, and universities.
