Criteria for allocating funds for School Sports Association and Sports Clubs:

	a)
	The Association or Club has a written constitution and can present audited accounts for the previous financial year, with its grant application.



	b)
	The application is received by the 31st December in the financial year for which funds are requested, except in exceptional circumstances, eg success of particular association.



	c)
	When the request exceeds £1000, there is an agreement between the Leicestershire County Council and the Association or Club to deliver a service to the schools in the area and this is monitored throughout the year by a report being sent to the LA by the following dates:

· 6 months after award has been granted

· 12 months after award has been granted
Where requests exceed £1000, 50% of the grant will be paid upon approval of the grant.  The remaining 50% will be paid following receipt of the report to the local authority and as part of the grant criteria, an equity breakdown will be required.


	d)
	The Association/Club will provide details of all affiliated schools.


	e)
	The approval of financial help is within the Committee’s agreed  total budget for sports grants.



	f)
	Associations taking part in the Area Youth Games can apply for a grant.



	g)
	One overseas tour is supported in any one year, where the educational aspect of the tour is highlighted.  The maximum grant to be £3500 for any tour or 25% of the total cost of the tour.  No sport to be supported for an overseas tour in consecutive years and gender balance to be given consideration.



	h)
	Associations and Clubs will have the right of an appeal and this appeal will go to the Awards Panel.  An appeal can be considered where:

i)
no grant is offered

ii)
the grant is less than the request for financial help



	i)
	The Associations and Clubs will detail their proposed activities for the coming year, the number of members, the proportion of make and female members, and any anticipated increase in sporting activity.
i)
The Association and Clubs will states what efforts they 
have made to obtain financial help from other bodies 
eg Sport England and what effort has been put into 
seeking commercial sponsorship.  (Financial help will


not be given where reasonable effort has not been 
made and there is evidence that a grant is no longer


needed.)
ii)
The Associations and Clubs will make appropriate 
arrangements to ensure the safety of children and 
young people taking part in their sporting activities.



	j)
	Where the Associations activities involve non Leicestershire schools, recommendations will be made regarding a percentage of the contribution to be paid by Leicestershire County Council.
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
