Criteria for allocating funds for Individual Performers:
	a)
	The individual award is a maximum of £300 a year and only one application in a year can be considered.
A further grant may be available for students on Olympic training programmes.


	b)
	The grant may be available to students under the age of 23 who are in full-time education within a County school or further education establishment or reside within the County.
The applicant should be currently performing at World, European or British championship level or as part of a representative (not school) team.  Because the competition is so great, application are unlikely to be successful up to County level.  This varies with different sports but you should – at least – be competing with performers from other counties in your sport, in recognised competitions.


	c)
	Awards will be assessed against the long term athletic development process and awards may not be granted to applicants aged 11 or under.


	d)
	The sport must be one recognised by the Leicester-Shire, and Rutland Sport and the governing body of the sport should support the application.


	e)
	Please include a national ranking if you have one.  Please ensure that you sign the form and it is countersigned by your School/Schools Sports Association.  Unsigned forms will be returned.


	f)
	You may attach additional information eg press cuttings and references which you may feel support your application.


	g)
	Cheques will be presented at a presentation event at County Hall.  Details of this date will be outlined in the award letter for successful applicants.
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
